1   OPENING CREDITS

Various drawings of Vision Man are shown.

2   COMIC BOOK

On the cover is the logo “Vision Man,” the number 1 (for being issue number one), a logo in the upper-left corner that says “DP” (standing for Dramedy Productions), and artwork of Vision Man.  The comic opens to show the title of the issue being “Eye Contact.”  Artwork depicting the beginning of the next scene is shown, and then it becomes the next scene.

3   EXT. DASHIT’S OFFICE – ESTABLISHING

Dashit is an optometrist, and a sign on the building says so.

4   INT. DASHIT’S OFFICE

JEFF THOMPSON, a glasses-wearing assistant to Dr. Dashit, is sweeping the floor.  DR. DASHIT walks up to him.  Jeff smiles when he sees him.

DASHIT

Jeff, I’m going home for the day.  Lock up when you leave, and I’ll see you tomorrow.

Dashit starts to leave.

JEFF


But, Dr. Dashit, I thought I was going to get my eyes checked today.

DASHIT

Oh, yes, I forgot about you, Jeff, I’m sorry.  But it’s closing time now.  And plus, it looks like it’s about to storm outside.  We’ll check you out tomorrow, how about that?

Dashit leaves.  A door shutting off-camera is heard.

JEFF

(sadly)

That’s what you said yesterday, Dr. Dashit.  I guess MY eyes aren’t as important as PAYING customers’ eyes.

Jeff looks over at the vision equipment and smiles.  He puts his broom down.

JEFF

If he isn’t going to check me out…I’ll just check out MYSELF!

He takes his glasses off, sets them down, and sits down at the vision tester.  He looks through the vision tester.

INT. VISION TESTING MACHINE

CU Jeff’s eyes looking through the machine.  CU letters that Jeff is looking at.

5   EXT. CLOUDY SKY

A bolt of lightning strikes.

6   INT. DASHIT’S OFFICE

Jeff is looking through the tester when it is struck by lightning!  His body begins shaking violently as his eyes are glued to the machine.  Then he is thrown away from the machine and lands on the floor.  His eyes are open and there is lightning residue emanating from his eyes.  He gets up off the floor.  In a dazed state, he walks over and picks up his glasses and puts them on.  POV Jeff’s glasses as he puts them on.  The view through the glasses is blurry.

JEFF


Whoa!

He jerks them away from his eyes.  He tries them out a few more times, each time not being able to see through them clearly.  The accident has cured his vision problems.  Jeff is stunned.

7   EXT. DASHIT’S OFFICE

Jeff steps outside and looks around, smiling, with his newfound vision.

JEFF


Wow!  I can see!  And it’s perfect timing, too…the sun’s coming back out!

POV Jeff looking around at the surrounding area.  He spots a girl walking by.  Jeff is excited to see a girl.  POV Jeff rapidly zooming in on girl’s butt.

JEFF


Whoa!

He starts looking around some more.  POV Jeff, looking at various objects, alternately zooming in and out.

JEFF

Wow!  I have telescopic vision now!  I wonder how far I can REALLY see.

Jeff looks straight up into the sky.  Superimposed shot of sky that Jeff is looking at over Jeff’s face.  Jeff begins zooming in on the sky.  Soon he is seeing space.  He starts smiling.  Then he looks farther and farther into space, and he sees stars, planets, nebulae, and various other celestial objects zoom by.  Jeff’s smile gets bigger and bigger the further and further he looks.  A passerby walks by Jeff and sees Jeff looking up in the sky.  The passerby tries to see what Jeff is looking at, but then just dismisses Jeff as being crazy.  The passerby continues walking.  Back to Jeff’s face on screen with celestial objects zooming by.  A cloud moves in and covers up Jeff’s zoomed-in vision.  Jeff closes his eyes and shakes his head.

JEFF


Dad-gum cloud!

We see the cloud.  Back to Jeff.

JEFF

(smiles)


I’ll just have to look through it.

Superimposed shot of Jeff’s face and where he’s looking.  He zooms in on the cloud.  His vision can’t penetrate the cloud, so he just keeps zooming in on the cloud until his vision gets blurry.  He closes his eyes and shakes his head again.

JEFF

Dad-gum it!  You mean I have telescopic vision but I don’t have x-ray vision?  Hmmm…maybe that cloud is just too far away.  Let’s see…

He spots a girl again.  He tries to look through her clothes, but to no avail.  He gets frustrated.

JEFF


Dad-gum it!  I wonder if I have ANY other kinds of vision.  Heat vision?

Tries to burn the ground but can’t.

JEFF


No.  Microscopic vision?

Jeff gets on his hands and knees and looks real hard at the ground.

JEFF


No.

Gets back up.

JEFF


Full vision?

Looks around while moving his hands behind his head because he’s trying to look around 360 degrees without the normal use of his eyes.

JEFF


No.  Ultra vision?

Squints while looking ahead.

JEFF


Oh.  I guess it’d have to be dark for me to test that.  Thermal vision?

Looks around.

JEFF

Oh.  Not quite sure what that is, anyway.  But dad-gum it!  How can I only have telescopic vision?  Waitaminit…that’s still cool!  I have a super power!  I can be a super hero, like Superman!  Or Wonder Woman!

He starts thinking and smiling.  Then he runs away.

8   EXT. JEFF’S HOME - ESTABLISHING

9   INT. JEFF’S BEDROOM

Jeff starts making a super hero costume.  He has clothes and material laid out, and he’s cutting fabric with scissors with his tongue stuck out and one of his eyes squinted shut.  CU various parts of Jeff, including his gut, putting on the costume.  Finally, he steps in front of a mirror and looks at himself proudly, his suit completed.  It has the initials V.M. on the chest, because he is now Vision Man.  He nods his head.  Then he turns thoughtful.

VISION MAN


But how am I going to fight crime…with only telescopic vision?

10   EXT. BUILDING, ROOFTOP

Vision Man walks to the ledge.  He looks out across the city.  He looks.  He looks.  Finally, he sees something…crooks wearing masks entering a bank to rob it!  He gets excited.

VISION MAN


Finally!  A crime!

He straightens up, sticks out his chest, sucks in his gut, puts his hands on his hips…and pulls out his cell phone.  He pushes an automatic number.  After a tone, he pushes another automatic number.  A voice on the other end answers.

VOICE


Police department.

VISION MAN


I’d like to report a crime taking place.

VOICE


Okay.  What’s going on?

VISION MAN

The bank on the corner of Kay and Wage is being robbed.  Two men, armed and with masks on, just went in the building.

POV Jeff.  The robbers are leaving the bank with money.

VISION MAN


The robbers are leaving the bank with the money now.  They’re getting in a vehicle!

VOICE


Okay, can you tell what type of vehicle it is?

VISION MAN

Yeah, it’s a (year, make, and model of vehicle), and the license plate number is MVA 404, and the vehicle identification number is 1O4DR17…oh, dad-gummit, they turned the car before I could read all of it.

(softly)

That’s another type of vision I wish I had, Reflecto Vision.

VOICE


Sir, you were able to read the VIN?

VISION MAN


Yeah, until they turned the car around on me.

VOICE


Sir, how close are you to the car?

VISION MAN


Oh, I’m pretty far from it…but you see, that’s my super power…I’m Vision Man.

11   NEWSPAPER

A newspaper twirls, and when it stops, the headline says, “BANK ROBBERY THWARTED,” and underneath it says, “Anonymous tip from Vision Man.”  Music begins and continues into the next few scenes.

12   EXT. OUTSIDE/EXT. BUILDING, ROOFTOP

Two gang members are fighting.  Vision Man has seen them and is talking to the police on his cell.  The police show up and take the gang members away.

13   NEWSPAPER

Another newspaper twirls, and when it stops, the headline says, “GANG MEMBERS ARRESTED,” and underneath it says, “Another tip from Vision Man.”

14   EXT. OUTSIDE/EXT. BUILDING, ROOFTOP

A robber is holding up a man at gunpoint.  The man has his hands up.  The man reaches in his pocket and hands him his wallet.  Vision Man sees this and is talking to the police on his cell.  The cop is now handcuffing the robber.

15   NEWSPAPER

Another newspaper twirls, and when it stops, the headline says, “VISION MAN STOPS ARMED ROBBERY,” and underneath it says, “With his cell phone.”

16   EXT. BUILDING/EXT. DIFFERENT BUILDING, ROOFTOP

A man lights a match and sets a building on fire.  Vision Man is looking at him and is on his cell phone.  The cop arrives and takes the man away.

17   NEWSPAPER

Another newspaper twirls, and when it stops, the headline says, “VISION MAN STRIKES AGAIN,” and underneath it says, “Puts out arsonist’s fire.”

18   NEWSPAPER

Another newspaper twirls, and when it stops, the headline says, “VISION MAN REVEALED,” and underneath it says, “Sent us a picture of himself.”  There is a picture of Vision Man on the paper.  The music stops.

19   INT. LEO’S OFFICE

CARL LEO, a crime boss, is seated at a desk.  He’s working on paperwork with a pen.  He’s wearing a suit and chewing on a cigar.  THUG #2 is standing behind him.  THUG #1 approaches them with the newspaper with Vision Man’s picture on it.

THUG #1


Hey Boss…we got a new troublemaker in town…calls himself Vision Man.

Thug #1 hands Leo the newspaper.

LEO


Vision Man, huh?

Leo takes the newspaper and looks at it.

THUG #1

I know you been outta town lately, so I know you ain’t been seein’ all the newspapers lately, but this Vision Man’s been bustin’ up our racket.

LEO

Well…looks like we’ll have to do something about that.  I wonder if Vision Man is going to SEE what’s coming to him.

The thugs and Leo laugh.  Leo puts the newspaper on the desk and stabs Vision Man’s picture right between the eyes with his pen.

20   EXT. BUILDING, ROOFTOP

Vision Man is surveying the city.  He sees a drug deal happening between Thug #1 and Thug #2.  He pulls out his cell phone and pushes the button to make a call.  Nothing happens.  He looks at the phone.

VISION MAN


Dad-gummit!  No service!

He looks at the crime happening again with a concerned look on his face.  Then the thug offering the drugs motions for the other thug to follow him into a building, and they both then enter a building.  Vision Man looks back down at the phone.  He looks back up.  He looks back down at the phone.  He looks back up.  Suddenly his face clears.  Then he gets a serious look on his face.

VISION MAN


I had hoped that it would never come to this.

He closes his cell phone and puts it back in its holder.  He straightens his back, sticks his chest out, and sucks his gut in.

VISION MAN


It is time for Vision Man to TRULY spring into action.

He runs away.

21   EXT. BUILDING

Vision Man is about to enter.  But before he does, he checks his cell phone one more time.  It still says no service.

VISION MAN

(softly)


Dang!

He takes a deep breath and enters the building.

22   INT. BUILDING

He enters and looks around.  He sees Leo and the two thugs in there, and they see him.  Leo is standing next to a machine which is making a noise.

VISION MAN


Boss Carl Leo!

LEO


Hello, Vision Man.  I SEE that you made it to our little party.

Leo motions to the machine.

LEO

This is a communications scrambler.  It can scramble any cell phone in the area.  Even the cell phone of the mighty Vision Man.

Leo flips a switch on the machine and the noise it was making stops.

LEO


There.  Communications are now restored.

Leo begins walking towards Vision Man.

LEO


But yours are about to be cut off again.

Leo punches Vision Man.  VM tries to punch Leo, but Leo catches his fist and begins squeezing VM’s hand.  A crunching sound is heard as VM falls to the ground in pain.  Leo punches him again.  VM falls to the ground.  VM jumps back up to hit Leo, but Leo knocks him back down.  Then Leo kicks him.  VM gets up slowly.  Leo holds up his fist and shakes it.

LEO


Y’see this?

VM looks at it and gets punched again.  This time he doesn’t fall down, so the thugs appear on either side of him and hold him back.  Leo punches VM’s head several times like a punching bag.

LEO


Hey fellas, while we’re at, let’s see who Vision Man really is.

THUGS


Yeah!

Leo takes off VM’s mask.

LEO


What?!  Aw, he’s just some damn kid!  Should be Vision BOY instead of Vision MAN.

Leo punches him again.  Then he gut-punches him.  Then he gut punches him again.  Then he punches him in the face again.

LEO


Bet you’re seein’ STARS now, ain’t ya?

Leo gut-punches him again.

LEO


All right, boys, let ‘im go, let ‘im go.

They do so.  Then Leo puts him in a headlock and beats him in the head, then throws him away.  VM is dazed.

LEO


Boys, put his mask back on.  Let’s give the man some dignity, all right?

They put his mask back on.  While view is still on VM’s face, he gets punched again.  POV VM’s right eye.

LEO


Camera one…

Leo punches him in the right eye.  POV VM’s left eye.

LEO


…camera two.

Leo punches him in the left eye.  Leo takes his index finger and middle finger and sticks them hard and rapidly in VM’s eyes, imitating a Three Stooges move.  Then Leo kicks him in the shins.  Leo puts his hands over Leo’s eyes and then removes them a little.

LEO


Peekaboo, I see you!

Leo gut punches him.  VM is moaning again.  Leo motions to an off-screen thug.  The off-screen thug throws Leo some boxing gloves.  Leo puts them on.  The he begins hopping around like a boxer.  Then he punches VM like a boxer, both in the face and in the gut.  VM falls down.  Leo takes off his gloves and throws them off-screen.

LEO

(to Vision Man)


Get up.

He can’t.

LEO


You better get up!

He tries, but can’t.

LEO


All right.

Leo sits on him.  VM yells as we hear bones crunching.  Leo gets up.  Then Leo brings the elbow down on him like a wrestler.  VM groans, and keeps groaning.  Leo gets back up again.  Then Leo picks up VM and bodyslams him.

LEO

I don’t think Vision Man is going to be messing with our racket any time soon, boys.  SEE you later, Vision Man.

He and the thugs laugh as they walk away.  CU VM’s face as he lays on the ground, a bloody pulp.  The camera slowly zooms away from him as he says:

VISION MAN

At least I tried.  It doesn’t matter whether you succeed or fail at something…all that matters is that you try.  I may have gotten my ass kicked royally, but you become a true hero if you put your mind to a task and at least attempt it.  No…you won’t just be a hero…you’ll be a SUPER hero.  If everyone tried their best at every task, the world would be full of winners—

Vision Man looks over and sees Leo walking back up to him.

LEO


Who the hell are you talking to, freak??

Leo kicks him.  VM yelps.  Leo leaves again.

LEO


Hey boys, this damn freak talks to himself!

The thugs and Leo laugh.  CU VM’s face again.  The camera slowly begins zooming away again.  VM opens his mouth as if he’s going to start speaking again, but then he closes it.  Then he spits out a tooth.
